1.  This ice dispensing bin is designed and intended to be used in combination
    with a HOSHIZAKI Modular Crescent Ice Cuber, Models KM-280M,
    KM-500M, KM-630M, KML-250M, KML-350M, KML-450M, or KML-600M.
    The use of this ice dispensing bin in combination with any cuber or flaker,
    other than a HOSHIZAKI Crescent Ice Cuber cannot be recommended.

Normal operating
ambient temperature should be within +45°F to +100°F.  To the icemaker,
water temperature should be within +45°F to +90°F.
Extended periods of operation at temperatures outside of these limitations
may cause unsatisfactory results.

For best operating results:

• Ice dispensing bin should not be located next to ovens, grills or other high heat producing
equipment.

• Location should provide a firm and level foundation for the equipment.

• Always avoid a site where dripping is not allowed.

• Allow 6" clearance at rear and sides for ease of maintenance and/or service should they
be required.  More space is needed especially on the right side of the dispensing bin to
service the drive system.

If it is not level, the
result could be the production of smaller or irregular shaped cubes or
of overflow into the ice dispensing bin.

Remove the front panel to
prevent damage, and be careful not to damage the other panels when installing the ice
dispensing bin.

    Remove the screws, and pull up and toward you to remove the Front Panel.

             Inspect and oil the chain (2 or 3 drops) annually.  Adjust as necessary for 3/8" to
             1/2" free play.
